     YOUTH CODE OF CONDUCT AND DISCIPLINE
GUIDELINES FOR YOUTH CONDUCT

The following are guidelines for minimum youth conduct.  Youth volunteering for the American Red Cross (ARC) assume an obligation to personal conduct in a manner compatible with Red Cross as an international community service organization.  
Youth Participant Expectations:

· Participate fully in the program, activity or sponsored event

· Be responsible for own conduct; uphold high standards for the group and to accept the consequences for inappropriate behavior

· Practice good citizenship, leadership and self-governance

· Observe local laws and base regulations

· Support, abide by and follow the direction of all ARC staff/volunteer leadership
· At all times demonstrate positive sportsmanship and attitudes that are becoming of a leader

· Show respect towards others by being courteous and considerate
· Respect and adhere to the guidelines of the American Red Cross Youth Services Program

Prohibited Behavior, Conduct or Activity:

· Disruptive behavior, willful disobedience or unsportsmanlike, unethical, immoral conduct

· Habitual profanity or vulgarity, i.e. improper language

· Possession, consumption or use of alcohol, illegal drugs or tobacco products

· Possession or use of hazardous materials or weapons

· Destruction of Station property or property of sponsored event, i.e. graffiti 

· Forgery, alteration, or misuse of Red Cross documents, records, identification, or knowingly furnishing false information

· Violation of local laws, base regulations or Red Cross guidelines

· Disrespect for adults, participants, volunteer, staff and agents of American Red Cross

· Bullying, aggressive or physical behavior, i.e. fighting

· Theft or unauthorized entry into, unauthorized use of, or misuse of Station property

· Obscene, libelous, slanderous expression (according to current legal standards) or which so incited students as to create a clear and present danger of commission of unlawful acts on Station premises, or the violation of the lawful Red Cross regulations, or the substantial disruption of the orderly operation of the Station, shall be prohibited
· Other conduct determined to be inappropriate by the Youth Chairman or Red Cross staff 

Defined Disciplinary Action:

· Expulsion: The involuntary and permanent removal of youth from the ARC and its programs by action of the Youth Chairman or Station Manager.
· Suspension: The involuntary removal of youth from one or more Youth Services sponsored activity or event by the Youth Chairman or designee for a limited period of time.
· Removal: The involuntary removal of youth by the Chairman.
· Formal Reprimand: Written admonition or warning that becomes part of a youth volunteer’s file and is considered in the event of future violations.
· Informal Reprimand: Verbal admonition or warning.

PARENTAL CONSENT
